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Featured Topic:  Combi-Boilers 
A presentation was made by Dennis Tinson from Navien, a Korean manufacturer that entered the US 
market six years ago.  He provided an overview of the NCB Series Gas Combi-Boiler which combines a 
closed loop hydronic system (boiler) with an open loop hot water system.  This unit provides all domestic 
space heating and water needs in one unit and provides an endless supply of hot water.  It runs on 
109,000 BTUs – and is best sized for a home that is 3,000 square feet or less.  It can heat 4.5 
gallons/minute, and therefore can handle two 2 showers at the same time.  The unit cannot be oversized 
as it matches demand. 
 
This unit is rated as an AHRI closed loop boiler system, and the water heater is not rated for energy 
factor.  There is no true combi–boiler category for AHRI or ENERGY STAR®.  The heat exchangers are 
separate.  A CAFUE rating should be out within the next 18-24 months.  Navien could have had the 
combi rated by an Energy Factor but it was a business decision as there is a greater reward to be 
recognized as a closed loop hydronic system which is why they went after AHRI designation. 
 
PGW & Massachusetts are looking at offering incentives for this type of equipment but New Jersey 
currently has no rebate for it.  The equipment is installer friendly- less expensive to install than traditional 
equipment.  It costs 25% less than a condensing boiler and an indirect water heater, and has a 10 year 
warranty on heat exchanger vs. domestic water heater which is 6 years. 
 
Anne Marie noted that this type of equipment is being installed in shore areas who may have lost one or 
more furnaces as the fact that it is wall hung and does not sit on the floor is attractive to those rebuilding.   
 
Program Coordinator and Regulatory Updates   
 
Discussion of NJCEP Program Administrator RFP / Transition Status 
Betsy stated there is no update on the Program Administrator RFP.  

 
FY15 Funding Levels 
Betsy stated that Staff is developing the CRA for 2015 NJCEP funding and is targeting a March release of 
a straw proposal. The FY15 programs and budgets will be developed on a somewhat parallel path.  Betsy 
also stated that Staff has given CEEP the go ahead for a baseline study and process evaluation study.  At 
the last Board meeting, Staff was given the authority to move funds within the budget with certain criteria. 
 
Status of CHP Program 
Mike Winka shared that GORE (Governor Office of Recovery Efforts) has filed their Action Plan. The 
Community Development Block Grant has a second round of funding at $1.46B and public hearings are 
underway.  $40M still remains in the CHP program, with just two small projects having been submitted 
since the program re-opened.   
 
Energy Resiliency Bank update  
Mike Winka provided an update on the $25M Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. US HUD has approved 
$210M in the energy bank program and is developing resiliency standard which will include proven or 
innovative technologies like micro-grid technologies & solar storage with backup battery generation.  The 
goal is to provide both technology and financing (one stop shop).  Municipalities, non-profits, State 
facilities, and small businesses are eligible for this funding.
