» Specific opportunities for low- and moderate-income customers to access prescriptive EE
incentives and EE products

» Commercial and Industrial Programs

» Existing buildings, including hospitals, and including prescriptive rebates, custom measures,
direct install, and whole building solutions.

» Specific opportunities that ensure access for small commercial customers

» Comprehensive opportunities for existing commercial and industrial buildings interested in whole
building EE solutions

» Multifamily Programs
» Standalone programs

» Comprehensive opportunities for existing buildings, including prescriptive rebates, custom
measures, and whole building solutions

» Particular attention to effectively serving the affordable and/or other low- and moderate-income
and/or subsidized housing sectors

» Minimizing/eliminating as many of the barriers to EE adoption in multifamily housing as possible

Incentive ranges
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Quality control standards and remediation policies

(SWC) system
